
Zipper Enclosure/Windshield Instructions 

Caution: Wear Appropriate Eye Protection!

Caution: Use Care When Cutting Extrusions

Lay out extrusions from kit in an organized manner.
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1) Lay cardboard or towel on fl oor for windshield extrusion installation. 
 Dry fi t windshield to car frame before removing protective film.
 This will preserve windshield for warranty purposes should it not fi t correctly. 

2) Measure extrusions for fi tment onto windshield. If the 
extrusion is too long, cut off excess and retain cut off piece (B). 
Holding corner of extrusion into place, lightly tap with a soft 
hammer into place working upward (A).

3) With extrusions in place, push windshield onto windshield 
frame. Do not force into place! Start with lower edge and push 
upwards feeding extrusion over the strut. Once in place, tap 
the windshield down into rubber grommet or aluminum clips 
(C).

Note: on some cars you can use the cut off piec-
es below the metal clips or rubber clips (D).

Note: measuring and cutting extrusions depends 
on fi tment between metal clips/rubber grommet 
to windshield hinge. The same applies to upper 
extrusion from hinge to bend in upper strut.
The rubber or metal clips are used to keep the
windshield from sliding downward into front body.
Do not over tighten the rubber clip too tightly, that
will distort the rubber and cause it not to fit the 
windshield correctly.
